Directions: From Highway 1, exit at the
CSUMB/Fort Ord Exit and follow Light Fighter
Drive fo the second stop sign. Tum left on
General Jim Moore Boulevard, and continue
to the second stop sign, then turn right on
Third Street. Continue to the second stop sign,
and furn right on Sixth Avenue. Continue past
the stop sign fo the University Cenfer (third
building on your right, distinctive due fo the
“whife tent” roof). ¢ From Salinas, take
Blanco Road west to Monterey, then turn right
on Reservation Road. Turn left on Imjin Road,
then tum left at the first fraffic signal on
Abrams Drive. Where Abrams ends at a stop
sign, furn right on Inter-Garrison Road. At the
second stop sign, turn left on Sixth Sireet.
Continue past the stop sign fo the University
Center (third building on your right, distinctive
due to the “white tent” roof). e Parking is free
in lot #29 at the University Center or across
the street in lot #42 at the Watershed Institufe
(in regular parking spaces only).
